Instructions: Please carefully read through all instructions BEFORE you begin assembly. Failure to do so may result in your dolly turning out less than optimal. Total construction time should be apx 1-5 min depending your skill level.

YOU WILL NEED THESE THINGS TO GET STARTED:

a. two ½” sockets with ratchets. You may substitute a ½” box end or crescent wrench for a ratchet.

BUILDING THE DOLLY

1. place the handle mount on top of the cine dolly and line up the 3 mounting holes.  Your Cine Dolly Handle quick release pin comes with a  short coated metal leash that you may wish to pinch under the handle base when fastening so that you do not lose the quick release pin. Insert the 3 included bolts through the handle mount and place included washers on the BOTTOM side of the cine dolly over the bolts. Tighten included locking nuts onto the bolts on the bottom of the cine dolly over the washers.  BE SURE TO PUSH IN THE BUTTON ON “THE END OF THE RELEASE PIN TO RETRACT THE FASTENING MECHANISM IN THE RELEASE PIN WHEN ISERTING OR REMOVING THE PIN. You can then position the cine dolly handle on the mount so that the holes line up and insert the quick release pin through the attachment hole. 

2. Your cine dolly is complete! Test it out. Be safe and always operate with caution. Have fun. Rowe Cine LLC recommends using weights such as sand bags on your dolly platform to keep the motion and inertia changes smooth as silk.  Be sure you equipment is secure and the cine dolly rider(s) are ready before operation. Do not operate your cine dolly without tracks. Although it is possible, we do not support it.

CINE DOLLY MAINTANANCE, CARE, AND USAGE

1. never store or leave the cine dolly sitting on the wheels. You may develop flat spots in the wheels, which will affect the smoothness of the ride. You should not set the dolly on the wheels off the track as they could pick up debris, or become mis-aligned due to uneven footing. never jump onto or slam heavy objects onto the cine dolly. This may also cause the wheels to form a flat spot.

2. store you cine dolly in a dry environment that is of moderate temperature. This will help prevent any potential damage to your wood platform, and also keep the oils in the bearings working properly.

3. do not submerge the cine dolly, and dry it off soon after using in any wet conditions.. this again helps prevent washout of oil from bearings, and protects your wood platform, and prevents any metal corrosion. ..a good idea would be to use a urethane coating on your wood to seal it.. similar to a wood deck treatment.

4. if a wheel is causing bumps, check for debris on the wheels. And clean the tracks using a dry cloth. The smallest piece of debris can cause an unwanted bump or jarring motion. Always clean the tracks before usage, and check the wheels for debris. Be sure to remove debris like grass from track. When using PVC for track the track will be more prone to pickng up debris from static charge. DO NOT use a cleaner that will leave a coating on PVC. This could cause squeaks

5.  wheels may make some “whirring” noise when spun if no weight is applied to the wheels assembly. If the wheel is not relatively quiet when on the track, check wheel for bearing damage a simple fix is to press in on the wheel and then pull out. A ball bearing may be misaligned inside from heavy usage, and this can help realign the internal bearing balls. You may need to replace a bearing if it has been worn out or damaged somehow. Two extra bearings are supplied with the Rowe Cine- cine dolly wheel kit.

6. always exercise caution when transporting the dolly to avoid damaging the wheels assemblies. Use your head. 

7. “brake wheels” generally in a set of wheels there are a few wheels which are left intentionally a little tighter than the other wheels. These wheels act as a slight brake to keep the dolly in place when it is on a slight incline. They also give a very very slight amount of resistance when weight is applied to the dolly on tracks. This helps to smoothly transition from or into a fully stopped position.  You can loosen the brake wheels if you like by  removing the wheels assembly and loosening the inner locknut by ¼ to ½ a turn.

Using the screw in track connectors (if included in your package). 
The connectors are made for connecting standard 1” schedule 40 high pressure type white PVC. Test them out in the track you plan to buy at the store before buying to be sure they will fit tightly. To prep the track for connecting. Use a wrench and the supplied cap with threads and screw in the cap to the end of the PVC track making sure you are going in STRIAGHT. ..notice that STRAIGHT is capitol..  and underlined.  Screw the cap in and out up to the end of the threads or a hair beyond on the end cap a few times until it seems pretty easy. Do this to each end you want to connect. Then when the ends are prepped. Screw one tack connector into the end of one PVC by hand until it is tight. Then take the other track to connect and twist both tracks together keeping them STRAIGHT.  . it may help to have an assistant, and put the ends flat on the floor and twist from a distance away from the end so that the ends are flat on the floor where they meet and going straight together.. once the track is connected test it for holding together, and roll the dolly over it a couple times to check for smoothness. Be sure to Remove any debris at the connection like PVC shreds left from tapping. Any debris or uneven connections could potentially cause bumps in the dolly motion, so be sure to get a smooth, tight, and STRAIGHT connection.

You’ll notice that the threads chew up the PVC a little, but if you screw the connectors in with care it will not chew the inside up if you’d like to keep the track for a longer time.
