Instructions: Please carefully read through all instructions BEFORE you begin assembly. Failure to do so may result in your push/pull bar turning out less than optimal. Total construction time should be apx5-30 min depending your skill level.

YOU WILL NEED THESE THINGS TO GET STARTED:

a. A dolly platform. Rowe Cine LLC recommends using a

 4’ x 28”  sheet (must be at least 1” thick) from quality plywood. This size allows for maximum surface area while still fitting through doorways. If thinner plywood must be used you must add additional mounting bolt washers on top of the platform to keep the mounting bolts from extending down to far. 

b. two ½” sockets with ratchets. You may substitute a ½” box end or crescent wrench for a ratchet.

c. Sharp pencil or pen

d. 4mm hex key driver or allen wrench

e. drill with 5/16th “ bit

f. hammer.

BUILDING THE DOLLY HANDLE

1. Remove the handle from the package. Notice how cool it is.

2. Check package contents to be sure that all mounting parts are present:  3 mounting bolts with 3 locking nuts, 3 lock washers, ,3 small washers, and 3 large washers, handle mount base, and a push button quick release pin which connects the Cine Dolly handle to the handle base by pushing the end button and inserting it through the aligned mount holes. You must push the button to release the pin as well.

3. Using a clockwise turning motion, firmly press the handle grip section down onto the top of the handle mount until it is seated all the way down tightly onto the handle shaft. DO NOT USE THE SHAFT RUBBER GRIP WITH LOGO TO PULL ON OR PUSH ON FOR THIS!

4. Using an allen wrench or hex key driver, tighten the lower set screw on the handle grip section until the grip is secured tightly onto the shaft. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN. Doing so may put pressure on the internal shaft to the point of damaging it. Simply tighten in small increments and test if the grips are secure after applying more tension on the set screw.

5. Position the Cine Dolly Push/Pull bar base onto the dolly platform where you would like to mount it. Rowe Cine LLC suggests mounting it on the leading edge of your dolly apx. 1” away from the edge.  BE SURE that the handle when connected is facing straight in line with the dolly, and that the mounting plate is positioned with the mounting holes forming a triangle pointing INTO/TOWARDS the dolly as shown below. 
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6. Using a pen or pencil, mark straight down through the mounting holes of the handle base plate to indicate where you will drill the holes for the mounting bolts.

7. Using a drill with a 5/16” bit, drill straight down through the dolly platform at your 3 mounting marks.

8. Assemble the 3 mounting bolts as shown below through the handle base and dolly platform. Your Cine Dolly Handle quick release pin comes with a  short coated metal leash that you may wish to pinch under the handle base when fastening so that you do not lose the quick release pin

Your Cine Dolly Handle is now complete! You must exercise caution when using this product, and always pull to start and push to stop when executing very fast dolly maneuvers. ALWAYS check to be sure that the quick release pin is correctly inserted completely through the base before beginning any dolly maneuver. Be aware that the handle is able to fall away from or towards your dolly if released from the hands while in an upright position. This can result in damage to your equipment, or bodily injury. Always lay the handle down slowly when usage is complete.  Your Rowe Cine - Cine Dolly Handle comes with 2 quick clip hangars which you can mount to the bottom of your dolly using the supplied screws. Simply clip the dolly handle up into the hangars when you wish to compact the dolly for travel. Thank you for purchasing this Rowe Cine product, and happy shooting!
