Instructions: Please carefully read through all instructions BEFORE you begin assembly. Failure to do so may result in your dolly turning out less than optimal. Total construction time should be apx 10-30 min depending your skill level.

YOU WILL NEED THESE THINGS TO GET STARTED:

a. A dolly platform. Rowe Cine LLC recommends using a

 4’ x 28”  sheet (recommended thickness is ¾”) from quality plywood. This size allows for maximum surface area while still fitting through doorways. If thinner plywood must be used you must add additional mounting bolt washers on top of the platform to keep the mounting bolts from extending down to far. 

b. two ½” sockets with ratchets. You may substitute a ½” box end or crescent wrench for a ratchet.

c. fine marker, pencil or pen

d. 4’ long straight edge

e. drill with 5/16th “ bit

f. measuring tape or ruler.


BUILDING THE DOLLY

1. Remove the wheel trucks from the package. Notice how cool they are.

2. Take your dolly platform and ON THE BOTTOM, on each end measure in  1 3/4” along the LONG SIDE from a STRAIGHT LONG EDGE of the dolly and make a mark. If one of your dolly’s long edges is NOT perfectly straight, be sure to use the factory/straight edge of your plywood to measure from. make 2 more marks across the platformfrom the 1 ¾” marks @ 26 ¼” measured from the same straight long edge
FOR PROFESSIONAL TRACK USE, MAKE SURE (double check) THESE LINES ARE 24.5“ APART EVENLY ACROSS LENGTH OF DOLLY AND PARALLELL TO THE SIDES OF YOUR PLATFORM.  
 (If one of your dolly’s long edges is not perfectly straight, your wheels will not be straight in line on that edge either. So measuring BOTH lines from the same straight edge will assure parallel spacing. The 26 ¼”  marks should also be @ 1 3/4” in from the other long edge if your dolly is 28” wide. 

 See diagram below.
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3. Align the cine dolly trucks onto the platform centering the lines you’ve made through the mounting slots in the wheel trucks  -with wheels FACING AWAY FROM PLATFORM. The centerline of the trucks should be perfectly centered and in line with the straight lines you made at 1 3/4” in.  

Using your pencil or pen, make a small precise mark directly on the lines you made on the platform by inserting the writing utensil through the mount slots on the front and back of each cine dolly trucks apx. 1/1/2” in towards the center  from the END wheels on each end. Also mark a mount hole 1 1/2” to one side of the center wheel. These marks indicate the points where you will drill your mounting holes in the platform.

4. Remove the cine dolly wheel trucks from the platform.

5. Using the 5/16th “ drill bit, drill straight holes through the platform on all 6 of your mounting hole marks made in step # 3. Be sure to center you holes right on the mount lines
6. Take the supplied mounting bolts and place a supplied mounting bolt washer(s) on each bolt(first small washer , than larger). Insert the bolts straight through the mounting holes from THE TOP OF THE PLATFORMTHROUGH TO THE BOTTOM. This will leave the bolts head and large flat washers on TOP of the dolly platform. 
7. Flip the deck over again so the mount bolts are sticking up and place the cine dolly wheel trucks over the bolts into the exact same positions they were in during section #3. Place a large washer and then small one over each mount bolt on top of the wheels trucks. Using the ½” ratchets or driver, use the locknuts to fasten the trucks to the dolly platform/deck making sure that the cine dolly wheel truck stays in precise proper alignment. Centered over the mount lines. These mounting bolts simply hold the wheels straight onto the platform. They are not going to save your life in an emergency. but... When tightening the lock nuts, you may apply a firm amount of pressure to secure the trucks. 

8. Attach any handle or other device you want on the dolly, and assemble your dolly track if you will be using track.

9. Your cine dolly is complete! Test it out. Be safe and always operate with caution. Have fun. Rowe Cine LLC recommends using weights such as sand bags on your dolly platform to keep the motion and inertia changes smooth as silk.  Be sure you equipment is secure and the cine dolly rider(s) are ready before operation. Do not operate your cine dolly on rough, dirty, or uneven terrain. Although it is possible, we do not recommend or support it.

CINE DOLLY WHEEL MAINTANANCE, CARE, AND USAGE

1. never store or leave the cine dolly sitting on the wheels. You may develop flat spots in the wheels over long periods of time, which will affect the smoothness of the ride. never jump onto or slam heavy objects onto the cine dolly. This may also potentially cause the wheels to form a flat spot.

2. store you cine dolly in a dry environment that is of moderate temperature. This will help prevent any potential damage or rotting of your wood platform, and also keep the oils in the bearings working properly.

3. do not submerge the cine dolly, and dry it off soon after using in any wet conditions.. this again helps prevent washout of oil from bearings, and protects your wood platform, and prevents any metal corrosion. ..a good idea would be to use a urethane coating on your wood to seal it.. similar to a wood deck treatment.

4. if a wheel is causing bumps, check for debris on the wheels. And clean the tracks. Sometimes The smallest piece of debris can cause an unwanted bump or jarring motion. Always clean the tracks before usage, and check the wheels for debris. Be sure to remove debris like grass from track or flooring before operation. When using PVC for track the track can be more prone to pickng up debris from static charge.

5. always exercise caution when transporting the dolly to avoid damaging the wheels assemblies. Use your head. 

6. “brake wheels” generally in a set of wheels there are a few wheels which are left intentionally a little tighter than the other wheels. These wheels act as a slight brake to keep the dolly in place when it is on a slight incline. They also give a very very slight amount of resistance when weight is applied to the dolly on tracks. This helps to smoothly transition from or into a fully stopped position.  You can loosen the brake wheels if you like by  removing the wheels assembly and loosening the inner locknut by ¼ to ½ a turn.
